Saturday, October 25, 2014 – “Ladies Man” – 2 pm - $12 per person - Garner Center for the Performing Arts, 742 W. Garner Rd, Garner, NC. Wednesday and Thursday, December 3 and 4, 2014 - Car pool to Tanglewood, Clemmons, NC (near Winston-Salem) - The Festival of the Lights at Tanglewood Park is a holiday tradition for most locals and is a destination for those outside of the city around Christmas time.  The Festival is a magnificent drive-through light display in Winston-Salem and takes place each year.  The University of North Carolina School of the Arts Music Technology students put together new and interactive musical displays each year.  This year they are making a great effort to be eco-friendly by featuring displays that use low-energy LED lights. Visitors have several different options when it comes to how they experience the Festival of Lights.  Individuals can drive their own cars, take a tractor-pulled hayride, or horse-drawn carriage ride through the display!  Halfway through the light show route, there is a holiday gift village.  This is a great spot to park your car, grab a cup of hot cocoa, and do a little shopping! Monday through Friday, April 20 – 24, 2015 - Diamond Tour to Savannah, Jekyll Island & Beaufort, GA. Cost $384 per person, double occupancy, $100 extra for single. Dinner at Mrs. Wilkes Dining Room on Wednesday evening is not included in the price of the tour. The restaurant will be open for just our group with a buffet meal which will include choice of fried chicken, pulled pork and beef stew with vegetables, potatoes, salads, desserts and soft drinks.
